Founded in 1963 by Miss Katie Downs for young church women in their twenties and early 
thirties, charter members were Diane Rooks, Betty Garrett, and Phyllis Fountain. Diane is 
still an active member of KDFC. The circle began under the auspices of the Wesleyan Ser-
vice Guild, later joining the Women's Society of Christian Service, and in the mid-1970's, 

becoming part of the United Methodist Women.  Over the years, the group has supported the Murphy-
Harpst Children's Center, gathered items for Toys for Tots, volunteered at the Methodist Children's 
Home in Decatur and at the Open Hands Food Pantry, sponsored various field trips such as a Christmas 
tour of the Governor's mansion, sewn multiple little girls' dresses for our First Methodist Clothing 
Bank, and completed many other service projects. Today, the group has 28 active members and contin-
ues to be involved in numerous church and community activities. Their latest projects include serving 
meals at Family Night Suppers and re-covering the dining chairs in the Gathering Room.
